Current Banaa Scholars…





Makwei Mabioor Deng was born in Kongor, Jonglei state of South Sudan. At 6 years old he fled hundreds of miles to escape violence. He grew up in Kakuma Refugee camp where he was a top student, then a teacher.


Makwei was chosen as the first Banaa scholar among 170 applicants, and began college at the George Washington University in Fall 2008. He has since published a “Dinka Textbook” that creates a literacy for his native language that has only been passed down orally. Makwei believes that that a fair and just legal system is vital for peace in Sudan. After he completes his undergraduate degree, he seeks to attend Law School and return to Sudan with the tools he needs to promote reconciliation at the community and national level.








Mo Hassan grew up in Darfur, where he pursued his studies through the height of the Darfur genocide. He learned to speak English by making friends with the African Union peace-keeping troops, and worked as a constr-


uction worker for an American contract firm, where his colleagues encouraged him to continue his studies by applying to college. Mo wrote excellent essays on the need for basic infrastructure – health, water, electricity and transportation – to promote peace through development. As a Freshman, Mo has quickly become a popular and dynamic contributor to campus life at the University of Rochester.
